1. World Wrestling Entertainment (WWE) looking for venue for program April 6, 2013

YALSA, the Young Adult Library Services Association, a division of the American Library Association, is working with the IZOD Center to host the annual national WrestleMania Reading Challenge in NJ this year. The contact at the IZOD Center and Executive Director of YALSA has contacted Sharon to see if we can hold an event with the WWE at a public library in NJ on Saturday, April 6, 2013. They’ve said they need a space for 200 – 400 people. Sharon is looking to find a school or academic library that has an auditorium where it might be held. 

Would anyone be willing to work with Sharon to find a venue? Here are some guidelines sent by YALSA:

WWE staff and wrestlers will be headquartered at a hotel in Manhattan for the week of WrestleMania, so they need a school or library venue in NJ that:

· Is relatively easy to get to by car from Manhattan

· Is teen friendly with staff that will support a WWE event

· Has the capacity to plan and carry out an event, including staff on hand for the event, a marketing dept. that can help promote it, adequate AV and a venue that fits between 200 – 400

· Has a community to draw from for attendees to ensure a good turn-out.  Ideally, teens and their families who are interested in what WWE does

· Can accommodate WWE the afternoon of 4/5/13 to do a dry run and the morning of 4/6/13 for the actual event. (This is the week after Easter)

The State Library could do the marketing and Sharon would be working with you if you have teens/tweens from your library that might be interested in attending.  Sharon would also work with the school librarian and be on hand for the event. The major issue is finding a space to hold the event.
