NJ State Library: with exception to the Grants for Mobile Mini-Maker Spaces (see September’s notes) Sharon Rawlins doesn’t have many updates to share; deadline is November 1 to apply. Additionally, Sharon is working with Rutgers to do bilingual storytime. This grant will focus on ways to get more libraries involved, and conducting the program primarily in Spanish. This storytime will be a bilingual storytime with a math and science focus.
