2017 CSLP Teen Video Challenge – Deadline to receive the entry is February 17, 2017

Teens from New Jersey are invited to participate in the 2017 Teen Video Challenge (2017 TVC). This national initiative, sponsored by the Collaborative Summer Library Program (CSLP), encourages teens to create videos that promote reading, public libraries, and the 2017 CSLP teen summer reading slogan, “Build a Better World.” The winning video from each state that participates will be named one of the CSLP 2017 Teen Videos to promote summer reading nationwide. The winning teen’s public library will receive a gift certificate for prizes worth at least $50 from Demco and receive a certificate that will acknowledge their accomplishment. Mobile Mini-Makerspace Kits Grants NJSL and LLNJ received 15 applications to help fund the purchase of three mobile mini-makerspace kits for joint use by a partnering public library/branch and public school library (Kindergarten - Grade 8) at a maximum amount of $7,500 per award. The focus of this initiative is on small communities, (population of less than 15,000) in an effort to strengthen the connection between a public library/branch and a public school library while reinforcing their shared role of providing school, student, and community support in the area of STEAM programming. We anticipate announcing the awards in early December.
